HAMPSHIRE RUGBY FOOTBALL UNION LIMITED
CLUB DEVELOPMENT FUND
Introduction

The aim of the Hampshire Rugby Football Union Limited Club Development Fund is to help our Clubs finance minor projects that they wish to run to improve their facilities and equipment so that they can retain and attract more players and new coaches, referees and administrators to the Game and the Club.  The Fund will operate as an additional funding source to those offered by the RFU.  There is no restriction on using money from multiple funding sources in meeting the needs of a project. 

Eligible Clubs
Member Clubs of the Hampshire Rugby Football Union Limited (HRFU) are eligible to apply for a grant.  Clubs must have complied by the appropriate due date with all relevant RFU & HRFU rules and regulations, specifically:

· Submission of Proof of Compulsory Playing Insurance 

· Payment of the annual club charges invoice

· Submission of a financial statement for the previous season 

· Completion of the online RFU Questionnaire

· Submission of in-date HRFU handbook information 
Programme Guidelines

HRFU will set aside a percentage of any financial surplus made in a financial year and this will form the Fund from which successful applications will be supported. The programme will be reviewed annually, in November, to assess its ongoing feasibility. 

The Fund will operate to the following guidelines: 

· Projects must have a direct effect on improved player retention and increased player numbers in the senior game.

· Projects may be capital or expense based.

· Projects should be completed within 6 months of starting.

· A maximum of £1000 per project is available and a Club would normally only be able to apply once in 3 years.

· A maximum of 50% of the total project costs would be granted, up to a maximum of £1000.
Approval of a grant will require the Club to have a 5 year Club Development Plan that describes what the Club is trying to achieve. The Club Development Plan needs to have been approved by the Club Management Committee and must be in operation.  The Plan would normally have in it the area for improvement for which a grant is being requested.

Operation of the Fund
An HRFU Awards Panel will consider applications to the Investment Fund, and their decision will be final.  The Panel will meet as necessary to meet the demands of the applications that are made. The County will log applications and a confirmation notification will be sent to the Club. Applications will be processed within 6 weeks of the confirmation notification date.
